The country's population comprises of majority Muslims and Orthodox 
Christians, living in harmony.

Abdul Rohim Sarip, when found in the forum, said the Malays in education can explore the huge 
demand in Tatarstan for employee training services, technical expertise and English language 
courses. The strength of the Malays in education, transportation and logistics can also be used 
there.
